Synopsis: Set in Little Havana, Mam, Handmaid is the
fictional story of Cuban immgrant and fledgling arti st

Rodri guez DeSilva. Rodriguez has twenty-four hours to fulfill
the requirenment for a conmssion he’'s received to paint a
replica of the fanous Vel azquez painting, “Las Meninas”. The
replica will be a permanent fixture in a welcone center of a
park named in his dead father’s honor.

There are many obstacles that Rodriguez faces. He is
resentful of the project to begin with to paint a replica
instead of an original painting. Also he is obligated to do
it to honor his famly's wishes. H's father had thwarted
every attenpt by Rodriguez to becone an artist. He continues
to object to this vocation posthunously fromhis portrait
that Rodriguez is painting.

When pressure fromhis famly and his anmbitious girlfriend
Mar gar et becone too great, Rodriguez turns to drinking, and
pai nti ng everything but his conmm ssion and has sone i nportant
fantasies that include visits by Vel azquez hi nsel f.

The characters unwittingly parallel those in the painting Las
Meni nas. Rodriguez’s original paintings unwittingly paralle
many of Vel azquez’s fanous works al so. The dream characters,
comm ssion, and real |ife events begin to blend in

Rodri guez’s conscious leading himto ask hinself: Is it
possible that life is a dream and dreans thensel ves dreans as
wel | ?



CAST OF CHARACTERS:

RODRI GUEZ DE SILVA: A twenty-nine-year-old Cuban i nm grant.
He fled Cuba with his famly in 1977 at the age of 9. He's a
frustrated, undiscovered painter. Many of his works are

unw tting replicas of fanmous Vel azquez works. Hi s father
vehenent |y di sapproved of Rodriguez painting throughout his
entire life. He works as a project coordinator of an outreach
program for at-risk Latino boys.(Rodriguez is also Juan de
Parej a, Velazquez's forner slave turned assistant in the

fant asy/ dr eam sequences. )

CACH TA DE SILVA: She is Rodriguez’s nother. She is a fifty-
four-year- old, attractive, blonde, heavy-set, Cuban woman.
Educated and | oving. She nmarried Constantine after a secret
romance with a Cuban painter. She has kept this secret from
Rodri guez. (Cachita is Reina Mariana of Spain from Las

Meni nas in fantasy/dream sequences.)

CONSTANTI NE DE SILVA: Rodriguez’'s deceased father, a sixty-
year- old Cuban inmmgrant. He's anbitious and stern. In the
U.S. he becane weal thy and successful. He appears in mrror
as Rodriguez paints his portrait in dream sequences.
(Constantine is King Philip IV of Spain in the fantasy/dream
sequences.)

Dl EGO VELAZQUEZ: He is the 17th-Century Spanish painter of
Las Meninas. He is wse and has sarcastic hunor. His goal in
his last years is to obtain the prestigious Cross of Santiago
in King Philip's court. Yet, he doesn't reveal this or any of
hi s di sappoi ntnents, fears or m stakes to Rodriguez directly.
He appears to Rodriguez in fantasy/dream sequences. (He
appears in fantasy/dream sequences wearing a mask when he is
sonmeone ot her than Vel azquez.)

MARGARET CHI LDS: She’'s Rodriguez’ girlfriend, a 28-year-old
aspiring playwight and nusician. She's relentlessly
anbi ti ous, Anerican born to Uruguayan parents who fled
Uruguay. She sings the |ead parts of the songs. Friend of

M nerva since high school. She is pretty and bl onde and | ooks
younger than her age. (She is The Infanta Margarita, the
central character in the painting Las Meninas, in

fant asy/ dr eam sequences. )

M NERVA: A precocious 29-year-old very short actor. She is a
dedi cated and loyal friend to Margaret but is secretly in
love with Rodriguez. She's intelligent and well educated. She
has never had a romantic relationship. (She is also THE
DWARF, Mari barbola from Las Meninas in the fantasy/dream
sequences.)

“@QUYS’ (Javi, Manuel, Antonio) three piece band- (Druns,

bass, guitar). They' re 17- 18-year-old, Cuban refugees.
They're Rodriguez’s billiard students at the youth center.
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SET CONSI DERATI ONS:

The play takes place in Mam, Florida in Little Havana in
1997. There are three spaces within one set. The stage is
divided in two. One half is Rodriguez’'s apartnment. This is
his living and painting space. The other half is the youth
center next door to where Rodriguez works. The third space is
a conbi nation of both sides, treated as one room These are
where Rodriguez’s fantasy/dream sequences take place. They
are indicated by the sound of billiard balls clacking or
musi ¢, sung by Margaret.

Space #1; Rodriguez’ s Apartnent:

There is a tall easel with a scrimon it where a canvas woul d
be. When Rodriguez is painting behind the easel, he is

vi si bl e. The “back” of the easel faces the audi ence.

Rodri guez’ paintings hang on the wall behind the easel. An
ornate frame of the mrror the size of the canvas on the
easel hangs on the wall behind. There is a scriminside the
frame and an access behind from backstage. Characters in
Rodri guez’ s dreans appear behind this scrimw thin the frane
as reflections of his canvas. The inmage of Las Meninas is
projected onto this scrim reversed, as a reflection of the
canvas.

Space #2; The Youth Center:

There is a billiard table here and a doorway in the back wall
that separates the two spaces. There are sone paintings on
the walls by Rodriguez and a | arge di anond-systens poster
that hangs on the wall behind the billiard table. There is

al so a long rope with wooden beads that hangs above the
billiard table for scoring.

Space #3; Rodriguez’ s fantasy/dream scenes:

In the fantasy/dream sequences, spaces 1 & 2 are treated as
one space. The King and Queen appear within the frane of the
mrror on the wall, as in the painting Las Meninas. On the
wal | behind the billiard table is a large 17th century
Hernmetic painting of an astrol ogi cal wheel. Vel azquez’

pai nti ngs* of the Infanta, Reina Mariana, King Philip and Las
Meni nas hang in the sane place as their nodern counterparts
by Rodriguez on the wall when the scenes are from Vel azquez’
time. *An attachnment is included with specific paintings of
Vel azquez and their counterparts by Rodriguez used in the
set .

The easel, mrror*, the wooden | adder, billiard table with
hangi ng beads overhead and doorway will remain in place.

Not e: *1mages could be projected onto the scrimfor the
“mrrored’” reflections of still inmages when actors are not
positioned wthin the frane.

A light
illum nates Vel azquez’ s easel

Vel azquez’ s work hangs on the wal | s.

[Juan de Pareja stands in the doorway.
Vel azquez faces Las Meninas on his
easel with his brushes and palette in
hand. Juan wal ks over and stands next
to Vel azquez. |

JUAN DE PAREJA
Don Diego, it’s magnificent!

VELAZQUEZ
I’ mquite pleased.

JUAN DE PAREJA
It is as if the Infanta is about to |leap fromthe canvas to
demand sonet hi ng.

VELAZQUEZ
The Infanta isn’t the only person in the painting, Juan.

[ Vel azquez hands his palette and
brushes to Juan. He w pes his hands
wth a towel that hangs off the easel.]

JUAN DE PAREJA
She is the centerpiece of the painting. There is nore |ight
on her than any of the others, including yourself.

VELAZQUEZ
Philip had comm ssioned a replica of a Titian. | was
uni nspi r ed.

JUAN DE PAREJA
|’ ve never known you to be uninspired.

[Juan puts away the brushes and
pal ette.]



VELAZQUEZ
On the contrary, | assure you that I’mquite inspired now |
found my painting.

JUAN DE PAREJA
That’s not a replica.

VELAZQUEZ
| had to put the comm ssion out of ny mnd in order to work.

They can’'t pay the
pastry chef! You don’t want to risk displeasing the king do
you?

They’'re for sailors and
peasants, not gentlenen.



JUAN DE PAREJA
| enjoy the tobacco, a luxury I have thanks to your
generosity.

VELAZQUEZ
One nust snoke a pipe to enjoy the taste of the tobacco,
Seville s finest product.

[ Vel azquez takes out his pipe and
lights a long stick match.]

JUAN DE PAREJA
You are Seville' s finest product. Sefior, the doctor ordered
you not to snoke at all.

[ Juan extingui shes the flane.

Vel azquez,irritated, puts the pipe down
on the table. They wal k over to the
billiard table. Vel azquez pours two

gl asses of wi ne. He hands one to Juan.
Juan bows his head.]

VELAZQUEZ
To the crown!

JUAN DE PAREJA

[ They raise their glasses up in toast
and drink. Vel azquez renpbves two cues
fromthe wall.

[Juan takes a second shot and marks his

RODRI GUEZ
This “novice” hasn’'t painted a stroke for the conmm ssion yet.
So you may be worried about nmy painting disappointing you,
for not hi ng!

CONSTANTI NE
Vel azquez was brilliant. He was financed Rodriguez, royal
painter to the king! Mney is power. You have to work hard
and help others fulfill their dreans. That is what | did so

RODRI GUEZ

education. Art wasn’t an underfunded |uxury for the rich.

CONSTANTI NE

[Cachita fights back tears.}

you wouldn't find them D d you know that?
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CONSTANTI NE
Listen to ne very carefully, there will never be another
Vel azquez.

[ Constantine and Cachita freeze.

Rodri guez finishes the portrait of his
father. He renoves it fromthe easel
and hangs it on the wall. He sits back
down and stares at the easel. Nothing
is reflected nowin the mrror. He
swlls his rumand talks to hinself.]

RCODRI GUEZ
Mag's right. | should flip ema “big bird” and paint ny own
interpretation. ...Mg.

[He lights his cigarette and wal ks over
to the Las Meninas poster.

CACH TA
You didn't get any of ny nessages?

RODRI GUEZ
Huh? Wei rd.
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RODRI GUEZ ( CONT’ D)

[He takes out his paints and supplies.
He busies hinself arrangi ng them and
flips through a sketch pad.]

Well, I"mfine. Just busy working...

CACH TA
Si, claro.

[ Cachita puts her fan down on the
chair. She takes an apron out of her
bag and ties it around her waist.]

CACH TA

[ Rodri guez staggers lunging forward and
al nost falls.]

VELAZQUEZ
You're a little cranky. | probably shoul d have asked
perm ssion before | started playing in here. Maybe we woul d
have been off to a better start!

[ He continues playing.]

RODRI GUEZ
Who are you? How did you get in here?
VELAZQUEZ
Be reasonable Rodriguez. I'’man old man, | don’t have to
answer these uni nagi native questions.
RODRI GUEZ
I think you do ... nother fucker!

[ Rodriguez’s voice cracks.]

VELAZQUEZ
You know Rodriguez, the profanity doesn’t becone you at all

RODRI GUEZ
|’d hate to have to hurt you with this!

VELAZQUEZ
I ndeed! |’ ve heard being painted to death is a horrific way
to go!

RODRI GUEZ
How do you know ny nanme? You' re one of those identity
t hi eves.

VELAZQUEZ

Yours wouldn’t be high on the list of desirable identities to
steal, |'’mafraid.

RODRI GUEZ
What are you doi ng here?
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VELAZQUEZ

It’s been a I ong day Rodriguez. | mssed ny connection in
Paris, then there was the ordeal with custons at JFK ..
shoes, cape, hat ... everything had to cone off. I had to

throw away a brand new tube hair gel, 32 Euros! You're |ucky
I made it in tinme to help you at all

[ Vel azquez stops playing. He pulls a
t obacco case and pipe out of his
pocket. He sits down and begins

filling the pipe with tobacco.]

RODRI GUEZ
Hel p ne?

VELAZQUEZ
You do seemrather desperate and sad though. So I'’mgoing to
answer one of your questions. The rest will have to wait till

nmy jet |lag subsides...or your hangover, whichever cones
first.

[He lights the pipe and snokes. ]

VELAZQUEZ
“Who are you?”, you ask ne. Sone people spend a lifetine
trying to find the answer to that question. O for that
matter, many |ifetines.

RODRI GUEZ
How about answering it in our lifetinme?

VELAZQUEZ
Time is relative m hijo. Two mnutes, alifetime? Alittle
dust on the way, a frenzied extrene. Art |asts. People don't.

RODRI GUEZ
Look ol d man, enough riddles. I'mcalling the cops!

[ Vel azquez sm | es. ]

VELAZQUEZ
That woul d be unfortunate for you Rodriguez, since | believe
| can be of sone assistance to you.

RODRI GUEZ
Assi stance? That's a joke. You're too |ate.

VELAZQUEZ
Real | y? W don’t have much confidence in our abilities, do
we?

RODRI GUEZ
Copying a work isn’'t a question of abilities.
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VELAZQUEZ
Isn’t it? Your biggest obstacle is your dead father. Wat a
crock of shit!

RODRI GUEZ
What do you know about ny father?

VELAZQUEZ
|’ ve done ny research too.

RODRI GUEZ
The “de Silva nanme” is ny curse.
VELAZQUEZ

| think I may be able to help you with the replica of that
“archaic royal portrait” you keep whini ng about.

RCODRI GUEZ
No one can help nme with that.
VELAZQUEZ
Real | y? Not even the creator of Las Meninas? Take a good | ook
Rodri guez. | Think you know who | am
RCODRI GUEZ
Look! I"'mtelling you
[ Rodriguez | ooks at the poster Las
Meninas. Hi s eyes rest on Vel azquez.
He wal ks over to the hook on the wall
with the hat and cape.]
VELAZQUEZ
Hmm??
RCODRI GUEZ
I mean, how could it ... Diego Vel azquez?

[ Vel azquez, pipe in hand, studies the
poster of Las Meni nas, | aughs. ]

RODRI GUEZ
No, no, no, nightmare, for sure

[ Rodri guez rushes over to | ook at the
liquor bottle, stubs his toe, screans
in pain.]

Quch, shit!
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[ Vel azquez doesn’t | ook at Rodriguez. ]

VELAZQUEZ
Hmm relax m hijo. Anything is possible. My good friend
Cal deron says “Life is a dream and dreans thensel ves are
dreans!” Perhaps, in fact it is |, dream ng you

RODRI GUEZ
Then |’ m crazy.

VELAZQUEZ
Yes, but |I'm here anyway.

RODRI GUEZ
A 17th century painter, in ny house?

VELAZQUEZ
Indeed. If | were going to be an inposter...do you honestly
think I would choose sonmeone who wore a get up like this? |
mean really! In south Florida heat? You d have to be out of
your m nd!

RODRI GUEZ
D ego Vel azquez!

VELAZQUEZ
Yes! Sadly, not exactly a household nanme in your country,
yet! | could have cone di sguised as soneone really
inpressive like ...Spider Man for exanple? | bet you wouldn’'t
have threatened to pierce himw th your sharpest paint brush
Are you at least going to offer an old painter a drink?

[ Rodri guez, shocked, pours Vel azquez a
shot and hands it to him Vel azquez
| aughs. ]

By the way, | thoroughly enjoyed your little soliloquy of
sel f-adoration earlier Rodriguez, or is it D ego?

RODRI GUEZ

VELAZQUEZ
You think you' ve got it all figured out already do you?
[ Vel azquez hands Rodriguez a billiard
cue. ]
I challenge you to a gane of billiards.
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RODRI GUEZ
Gme?

VELAZQUEZ
Yes! While we are playing perhaps you could enlighten ne on
your view of how | " kissed royal ass"? Yes? It should nake
for some interesting conversation | suspect.

[ Vel azquez sips his drink.]

RODRI GUEZ
You had a king dictating your every nove.

VELAZQUEZ
| nperialismtakes many forns, Rodriguez, we all have our
ki ngs we nust answer to, and sonetines queens, no?

[ Rodri guez | aughs nervously.]

VELAZQUEZ
What’' s the problenf? | thought you were an excellent billiard
pl ayer.
RCODRI GUEZ
|’ mpretty good at it.
VELAZQUEZ
| see that you have a real billiard table. No pockets? I
t hought you Anmericans didn't call it a sport unless there
were lots of little holes to put your balls into?
RCODRI GUEZ
It’s not so easy to find here. Besides, ny students only old
men play three cushion |ike ne. | learned a long tinme ago,
visiting my cousins in Spain.
VELAZQUEZ
You’ ve been to ny nother county, eh?
RCODRI GUEZ
Yes.
VELAZQUEZ
Why billiards? Wiy not basketball, baseball, ping-pong?
RCODRI GUEZ
The ganme is magical. It requires intellect, nmathenmatical

principles and takes a very long tine to nmaster. It’s not
spectator oriented or a teamsport. Wthout those
di stractions | can focus on perfecting ny skill
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VELAZQUEZ
I ndeed, learning the art of billiards, and to play well, is
like learning the craft of painting. It seens a natural gane
for painters in fact. You learn first by imtating those you
admre, quietly and nethodically. You copy techniques and
adopt them sone you discard. Your work begins to devel op as
an amal gam of artists you admre. In the process many tines,
you di scover yourself.

[ Rodri guez takes his shot. He funbles
pushing the beads with his cue across
t he abacus-like string of beads to
tally his score.]

RODRI GUEZ
| instruct ny students on how to apply the principles,
utilize their instincts, and at the sanme tine appreciate the
magi c.

[ Rodri guez takes his second shot. ]

RCODRI GUEZ

How?
[ Vel azquez takes his shot, |ooks at
Rodriguez with serious contenpl ation,
balls clack twice. He takes another
and a third.]
VELAZQUEZ

You' re up
[ Rodri guez shoots. ]
RCODRI GUEZ

Oh.

[ He m sses. ]
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VELAZQUEZ
You're overtired tonight Rodriguez, we'll resune this gane
| ater when you' re better rested.

[ Vel azquez takes the cue from

Rodri guez, puts it down and puts his
arm around him They wal k over to the
di anond systens. ]

I ndeed, magical patterns of our lives, revelations of one’s
self reflected in the green of a billiard table or the cream
of a canvas.

[ Vel azquez, wth an arm around

Rodri guez, his pipe in the other hand,
wal ks “through” the wall separating
the youth center and Rodriguez’s
apartmnent. ]

RODRI GUEZ
Wien | try to focus on the nmagical patterns. Life gets in the
way. bligations, famly pressures. | can't find magic in

doing a replica.

[ Vel azquez points with his pipe at
Rodri guez’ paintings. ]

Look at your paintings. You have plenty of inspiration to
paint. You need to find that sane inspiration for the
comm ssi on

RODRI GUEZ
The whol e thing pisses ne off.

VELAZQUEZ
Pi casso pissed ne off.

RODRI GUEZ
What ?

VELAZQUEZ
Have you seen his ‘Las Meninas’? It was said to be his
tribute to my work. | saw no evidence of nmy influence in his
horrid black and white rendition. You Anmericans recognize
him a newconer, before anything |’ ve acconplished! |'m

amazed his popularity has soared as it has. However, he did
have a sonething to say about inspiration that be of help to
you: “inspiration exists but it has to find you while you're
wor ki ng. ”
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RODRI GUEZ
Wiy do | need inspiration for a replica? It’s a copy.

VELAZQUEZ
Whether it be a replica, a nural or a portrait, do it with
conpassion and the process in itself will be revealing.
RODRI GUEZ
Conpassi on?
VELAZQUEZ

My subjects were real with struggles, pain, dreans. They had
sonmet hing that you don’t have yet.

RODRI GUEZ
What ' s that?

VELAZQUEZ

Esperenza tragica, m hijo. Tragic hope. | renenber the

prof ound sadness of a dwarf, Mariebarbdla, | painted her in
Las Meninas. No one cared to docunent her story or ask her
phi | osophy. Her gaze spoke volunes. | painted her, as well
as the Infanta Margarita and the rest of the royal famly, |
wondered what their dreans were. They were all |imted beings
in some way. | found a certain beauty recognizing that
sadness and hope behind it.

RODRI GUEZ
You really are Vel azquez

VELAZQUEZ
I’ mencouraged that you're able to finally recognize that!

RODRI GUEZ
Look, | don’'t want to do this. | don't participate in the
conpetition for noney and power. Billiards, ny students and
my girlfriend are all | have.

VELAZQUEZ

But you have sonething nmuch nore inportant - humanity,

Rodri guez. You have the conpassionate humanity |’ ve been
tal ki ng about. You wouldn’t be in this dilema if you didn't.
You don’t want to do the replica. But you worry for your
famly. You don’'t want to di sappoint them

RODRI GUEZ
Anyone woul d do the sane. |'ma sinple nman.

VELAZQUEZ
You exenplify humanity. You encourage your girlfriend s
endeavors, you nentor the young nen at the youth center. You
try to fulfill your famly’s unreasonabl e expectations.
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RODRI GUEZ
| do what anyone would do. | treat people as I'd like to be
treated.

VELAZQUEZ
Look around ! The world is teeming with vultures! Wat you
view as ordinary consideration for fellowman is a rare
quality indeed!

RODRI GUEZ
Thanks anyway, but all the humanity in the world isn’t going
to get this thing painted in a day!

VELAZQUEZ
What about your girlfriend?
RCODRI GUEZ
My girlfriend?
VELAZQUEZ
Yes you renenber her, 5 4” blonde, Uruguayan decent?
RCODRI GUEZ
Mar gar et ?
VELAZQUEZ

No Rodriguez, your other 5 4” Uruguayan bl onde girlfriend!

RODRI GUEZ
We aren’t doing so great right now She broke up with ne.

VELAZQUEZ
Your | ack of personal hygi ene al one coul d have caused that.
|’ve got a nice exfoliating body scrub you could try.

RODRI GUEZ
No she’s serious. There's not much | can do about it. It’'s
not in nmy hands.

VELAZQUEZ
Real | y? Interesting! Whose hands is it in then?
RODRI GUEZ
You know what | nean. Her mind is nade up.
VELAZQUEZ
Sounds like your mnd is nmade up too, hnm® | guess you're

not planning to take her up on her offer then?

RCODRI GUEZ
VWhat offer?
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VELAZQUEZ
To nodel with her friend, to give you a couple of live bodies
to ah, stinmulate you into perfornmance?

RODRI GUEZ
It'’s alittle late for ne to have “esperanza tragi ca” now.
Her idea to nodel isn’'t going to change anything. There’s no
tinme.

VELAZQUEZ
| think her ideais worth a go. Her nusic is, in fact, quite
good. At tinmes nusic can be the sole inspiration one needs.

RODRI GUEZ
Now you’'re a nusi c connoi sseur?
VELAZQUEZ
When nobody is looking at nme, |like now, | reflect on the

gquestion: Wuldn't nusic be the only possible answer?

[ Vel azquez ponders his own words for a
nonment. He | ooks over Rodriguez
shoul der at the bl ank canvas. ]

Consi der Margaret’s support, m hijo. Since it seens you
have...nothing to | ose, hmm?

RODRI GUEZ
I have one day left to create a believable replica.
